Mobile Home Permit Checklist
(Minimum requirements, additional information may be required during plan review or inspection process)
1. Preliminary Requirements
· Confirm Zoning Eligibility: Manufactured homes are only allowed in specific zoning districts. Check with the Building & Development Office.
· Age Restriction: The mobile/manufactured home must be no older than five years.
· Minimum 1,000 sq ft of conditioned living space. 
Water Service Availability:
To determine water service availability for a lot, a site visit must be scheduled through the Utility Department. During the visit, staff will assess whether water service already exists, if tap installation is required, or if a line extension is necessary to provide service. Any required extensions or installations will be at the property owner's expense.
Note: Water service fees are set by the Utility Office.
2. Permit Application
· Complete Building Permit Application via the City Permit Portal, with construction trades information. 
· Submit Site Plan showing home placement, setbacks, driveway, and drainage.
· Platted lots have 5 ft minimum public utility easement around entire lot, and a 20 ft front yard build line from the front lot line.
· Provide Survey with property boundaries and easements.
· Submit a complete Plan Set. 
· Site Plan with setbacks 
· Electrical plan 
· Floor plan including plumbing fixtures
· Foundation plan
· Driveway approaches and drainage culverts 
· Elevations (all sides)
· Wind Bracing Plans
· Septic System approval from Lower Colorado River Authority (LCRA)- Authorization to Construct.
· Texas 811 Dig Safe Confirmation: Required before any excavation.
· Fee Schedule: 
· Deposit to cover property/utility damage $750.00
· Police Escort Fee: $200.00
· Must be coordinated prior to moving into city limits. 
· Moving structure into the City Limits: $250.00
· Permit application fee- $250.00
· Building permit fee to include inspections $1.25 sq ft 
3. Inspections
· Schedule Required Inspections through the city portal.
· Final Inspection Approval before occupancy.
· Certificate of Occupancy Issued upon successful completion.
